Expository Thoughts on Acts 11

I. Review of Acts 10

A. The Big Idea: [v. 34] “God shows no partiality, but in
every nation anyone who fears him and does what is
right is acceptable to him.” The promise made to
Abraham in Genesis 12 that his seed would be a blessing
to all nations [Jew and Gentile] “in Christ” is formally
introduced in the Christian conversion of Cornelius, an
uncircumcised Gentile convert to Judaism.

B. Structure of the Chapter: Divine Confrontations
[vv. 1-8 Cornelius’, vv. 9-16 Peter’s]. A Divine Collision
[vv. 17-33 between a Jew [Peter] symbolized by clean
animals [v.14] and a Gentile Cornelius symbolized by a
vision of unclean animals let down in a sheet from
heaven to the earth [v. 10]. A Divine Change [vv. 34-48]
As Peter recognizes that salvation has come to the
Gentiles.

II. Acts 11

A. The Big Idea: [v. 18] “Then to the Gentiles also God
has granted repentance [note the emphasis on
repentance] that leads to life.”



B. Structure of the Chapter: The story told from a
different “Vantage Point” [vv.1-18] The Proof [vv.19-30].
